Graduates wishing to further their education are automatically
admitted to Wayne State and receive 10 credits towards their
undergraduate degree.

Tuition is $150 per semester ($600 total). The Labor School is
approved for many tuition reimbursement programs.
Scholarships are available. No one has ever been turned away
due to an inability to pay.

Classes meet mornings, evenings or Saturdays at the Wayne
